


adding a small device at the endpoints. Since TDM networks
reach all locations, circuit bonding enables carriers to instantly
have ubiquitous coverage, and to do so cost effectively.

As carriers transition to native Ethernet infrastructure,
they cannot ignore the legacy TDM based services that will
remain for years to come. Carriers need to converge these
services onto a unified network to reduce operational costs.
Pseudowire Emulation (PWE) standards, defined by the
Internet Engineering Task Force (IETF) enable T1 transport
over the Ethernet network. With PWE implementations, the
end applications such as traditional voice, frame relay, ATM
or video can still use T1 circuits, but they will be transported
over a converged Ethernet network. This enables the carrier
to quickly transition the network for growing next-gen
services and still support legacy services cost effectively.
